 Next Sunday, services of Remembrance will be held in many places 
of worship up and down the land and across the world. Pray for the 
service here at St Mark‟s when Darell Miller will be bringing the 
reflection from God‟s word and the Salvation Army band providing 
the music. 

  

 Pray for Andrew White (vicar of Baghdad). Despite his affliction with 
MS, he continues to exercise his ministry at St George‟s Baghdad – 
the only Anglican church in Iraq. Even though many of his congregation 
have been murdered, including a family baptised in January, he still 
continues to love his mission to Iraq. 

  

 Many countries in Latin America and the Caribbean are suffering the  
effects of climate change, and are having to adapt their agricultural  
techniques accordingly, in order to overcome the adverse weather 
conditions which affect overall crop production. Pray for the next 
climate change summit (December) due to be held in Copenhagen. 

 

 Many Indian Christians are continuing to experience harassment and 
violence from Hindu extremists. In a village near Calcutta, two young 
believers were attacked by a group of eight Hindu activists, who also 
collected signatures from local villagers and filed a complaint against 
the Christians at the local police station. Continue to pray for those 
in Orissa who still mourn their loved ones after the recent violence.  

 

 Pray for our Mission Partners Malcolm and Abby Smith working with 
Gillingham Youth for Christ. GYFC has an important ministry among 
young people in our local community, especially through the drop-in  
centres that operate in Skinner and Trafalgar streets.
